INSTRUCTIONS ON UPLOADING NEW Ti CODE TO YOUR THERMO NITON ANALYZER

NOTE: You will need to have the NDT program suite loaded onto your PC, specifically the NDTp program in order to upload the file.

1) Please save the file you have been emailed (should have an .nxg extension) to a known directory your PC. Some people like using the desktop because they can easily see if it is there.

Make sure you have the NDT software installed on your PC.  The program you want to use is NDTp, you can execute this program by going to START/PROGRAMS/NITON/NDTp.  

1. Startup the instrument and connect to the PC using the serial cable included with the instrument, 
* * NOTE * * We do not recommend doing firmware upgrades using the optional Bluetooth wireless connection. 

 
2. Choose SETTINGS to select the communications port to be used.  This will usually be COM1 or COM2 when using the serial cable; COM4 or COM5 when using Bluetooth wireless connection. 

 
3. Verify that your NITON instrument has powered up. 

 
4. Select CONNECT to establish a connection to your instrument. 
5. Select TEST to test the connection. 
- PC should respond with a “successfully communicating” message.
 
6. Select BROWSE and locate the software update file to be loaded.  The Ti software file will have an “.nxg” extension. 

 
7. Select UPLOAD from the NDTp screen to begin the update. 

 
8. Upon completion, shutdown and restart the NITON instrument.
9. * * * * NOTE * * * * * If this does not work, you may have to upload the code during the countdown phase of the instruments power up. 
To do this:
1. Have all cables attached, the NDTp program open and connected with the correct Ti.nxg file selected.
2. With One hand power up the instrument, as soon as the lights begin to flash, press the upload button on the NDTp program. 
3. Again, you will need to restart the instrument after completion of the upload.
